10. Devolution
Mr G. Brown gave a verbal update.  Government targets for house building have been increased for our area. The council raised concerns over a proposed 300 new houses in Haughley over the next 20 years but this could keep changing, 

11. Small Planning Application Consultation
Mid Suffolk have advised Parishes that they are no longer issuing written notices to neighbours due to the time and cost. It was agreed that we felt they ought to continue.  

12. Village Green Working Group
A report was received on the meeting held on 27 March 2025, along with key updates.

13. Community Café
An update was received. Alternative dates are being considered to avoid clashes with other parish events.

14. Pride in Place Community Grant
a. Permission granted for one planter on Steggall Road. Trinity Estates has been contacted.
b. The planter for Wood View is still in progress; further information pending.
c. The Heritage Board for Eve Meadows is also still in progress.

Mrs J Day proposed the purchase of two benches (£774 each) and bulbs (£192), as per the costings provided. Seconded by Mrs T. Shaw.

15. Church View / Playing Field Footpath
The council considered the purchase of the footpath, including related costs such as land fees and registration. Further investigation into the procedure and legal costs related will commence.
