1. WI Statue
The parish considered a proposal for a statue on The Green to commemorate the 100th Anniversary of Haughley Women’s Institute (WI) – written request.

The parish council discussed and suggested a plaque on the Village Hall as an alternative to commercial commemorate the 100th Anniversary.

1. Pavilion
Mrs T. Shaw provided a verbal update on the proposed upgrade to the Pavilion.

1. Allotments
The parish council discussed and agreed:
1. Management of allotments: 
Mr T. Peerless volunteered to take over the management of the allotments from the 31 March 2025, in advance, Mr T. Peerless will organise for a handover over with Mrs. S. Swinge. 
1. Letting the unoccupied allotment No 8 to the present allotment holder of plot 16. Coordinator to manage.
1. To consider the request to keep chicken on an allotment for egg production: 
Due to potential Health and Safety issues arising from livestock being kept on the allotment, the parish agreed to amend the tenancy to delete livestock being kept on parish allotments.

1. Biodiversity and Wildlife Conservation Group
The parish reviewed and discussed:
· A written report on the meeting held 5 March.
· A request to miss two cuts to selected area of The Green between entrance to Auction Yard to driveway to 22 Old Street for months of May and June to promote flowering for bees to feed Swifts.  Usual cuts March April, then again from July.  Arisings from raking following July cut to agreed composting location.
· Paddock at Allotments – request for Clerk to obtain quote to cut paddock with usual mower (Neil) late August from MSDC.

1. Gallowsfield Wood
Gallowsfield Wood – coppicing and hedge laying season now finished.  Thanks to those who have been part of the working parties during the winter months.  Alternative work is planned. 

1. The Cricket
Working party (mainly comprising Gallowsfield Wood working party) have cut and raked a significant area of grass as per management proposals.  Thanks to those who took part of the working party. The parish council discussed the on-going maintenance of the area and a lead from the parish council for this. 

1. Street sign with bus stop notice opposite base of Station Road.
The parish council discussed the request to Suffolk County Council to reinstate the road direction sign with bus stop sign opposite base of Station Road and another at the junction of Green Road and Wetherden Road.   The warning sign to the north side of the bridge over the railway line in Green Road is due to be replaced.
